SCINTILLATIONS  - a column from your minister 

Strangers are just friends waiting to happen.  ~Rod McKuen 
 

Today during the polylogue after my sermon on “A 300-Year Plan,” one of our 
longtime members rose and said that she had a great deal of confidence for the 
future of our church.  “For one thing,” she said, “I look around me and I hardly feel 
like I know anyone because I see so many wonderful new people.”  She went on to 
say that there was a great need for our kind of religion in our community and in our 
world. 

After the service, a newer member came up to me and said, referring to the 
longtime member’s comments, “I wonder if she realizes that now she knows how I 
feel!”  And she went on to add that even in a place as warm and friendly as our 
church, it can be hard to get to know enough people well enough to feel that you 
truly belong.   

What an interesting parallel in the experiences of these two members.  One here 
for decades, the other for about a year.  Both feeling like they hardly know 
anyone…  Both of them probably know and are known by far more people than 
they realize. 

Their experience points to the fact that our church has changed quite a bit in recent 
years, and that it continues to change.  That’s why our Long Range Planning efforts 
around envisioning our future are so important.  But it’s more than that, I think.  It’s 
also says something about the expectations we have for our religious community. 

To know others and be known.  To have companions and be a companion on “a 
spiritual path that goes beneath the surfaces of life,” as we said today in the New 
Member Welcoming Ceremony.  To share life’s journey in a meaningful way with 
others to whom we can speak our hearts, and who will speak their hearts to us. 

With more than 400 members and 200 children and youth, this isn’t going to 
happen by itself.  It’s why we offer UUnity Circles and affinity groups and Adult 
Enrichment workshops and classes.  Serving with others by singing in the choir or 
World Music Ensemble, by volunteering with a committee or task group – these are 
ways to know others and be known by them as well.  Both the longtime member 
and the new member I mentioned above are involved in a number of these things, 
by the way. 

My longing is for each of you to feel truly at home at UUCW, to feel like you truly 
belong here, and that your kids might have the same feeling.  It’s important to be 
known and to know others with whom you can share a part of your depths, your 
questions, your struggles, your joys. 

And so I encourage you to reach out a hand to someone at church.  Say hello.  Say 
more than hello.  Ask questions and listen.  Go out for lunch....  

Remember, as the poet says, “Strangers are just friends waiting to happen.”

From the Library Committee:  Enjoy! 
 
Autumn is a busy time,  and everyone needs some peaceful moments to rest and 
renew,  Why not stop by the Alice Holz Memorial Library during your visits to 
church this fall and take in new thoughts and ideas to assist you on your spiritual 
journey ? There are many new books that have been purchased through the 
Endowment Fund. Our library provides books/articles on religion from respected 
authors of various spiritual traditions, including our Unitarian Universalist 
heritage. Be challenged by critical thinkers on topics of social importance. Be 
nourished by essays, meditations, and poetry. Be inspired by resources for 
building and nurturing our congregation. Be delighted by Children's books 
selected to reflect values presented to them in Religious Education. 
 
The Alice Holz Memorial Library is located on the lower level and can be 
entered through the door leading east from the lower level coat rack area. It can 
also be found by going down the stairs adjacent to the ramp, leading to the lower 
Religious Education classrooms. Just keep going down until you can't go any 
further! 
 
The library was initiated in 1990  because of a generous bequest left to the 
church by Alice Holz, a long time member of our church, whose lovely 
photograph graces its wall. Church members eagerly began selecting and 
choosing materials in order to build a unique library collection. It required 
volunteers' efforts sixteen years ago to start the library and it requires volunteers' 
efforts now to nourish and sustain it. 
 
The library is always open when the church is open. There is an honor system in 
place to sign out books and magazines. All members of the church are eligible to 
borrow books, and children of members with parental permission. Young 
children may need a parent's help. Please include your phone number along with 
your name printed legibly on the book card, and leave the book card on the desk 
in the lovely wooden card holder. There is a prominent sign on the desk that tells 
you each step needed to check out. It's a very simple system. Books can be 
borrowed for one month. Magazines and videos for one week. Library 
committee members must call all those who have overdue books, videos and 
magazines, so please return them on time. We do appreciate not having to call 
you. 
 
The library is primarily a browsing collection containing books about all of the 
topics that we talk about at church. It is a non-fiction collection, except for 
children and young adult books. There are signs on the shelves that will help you 
see the major areas of our collection. However, if you are looking for a 
particular author, title or subject, there is a card catalog on top of the desk. If you 
don't know what a card catalog is, there are also volunteers to assist you most 
Sundays between services and after the last service, as well. (A card-catalog is 
simply a card file listing authors, titles, and subjects in one alphabet just like a 
dictionary.) We have separate drawers for adult and children's books. 
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Donations of gently used 
books are welcome. If you 
plan to purchase or donate 
a book for the library, 
however, remember that 
only non-fiction books are 
accepted for the adult 
collection, and all 
donations will be reviewed 
by the Library Committee 
to make certain that each 
book pertains to our 
collection guidelines.

Board Planks:  
Measuring Success – Accountability Under Policy-Bas ed 
Governance 
by Marc Gorelick, UUCW President 
 

One of the things I appreciate about my work environment is the 
way my performance is measured.  Each year, my boss and I go 
through my goals from the previous year, and which of them 
have been achieved, which have not, and which have been 
exceeded.  That’s it.  I do not have to go into detail about what 
policies we’ve instituted to bring about the desired results, how 
different staff spent their time, or whether I worked primarily in my office or 
at home.  I do need to account for the budget, and I need to fill out a conflict 
of interest statement, to ensure I didn’t do anything improper.  But success is 
measured by the degree to which ends are achieved; as long as I don’t break 
any rules or do anything unethical—it doesn’t matter what means I use to 
meet my goals. 

That is the essence of accountability under policy-based governance.  For 
each of the paid and volunteer staff and committees reporting to the Board, 
we compare the stated ends with what has been accomplished.  We also seek 
information to make sure that none of the boundaries described in the Means 
policies have been exceeded. We might ask for monthly reports from the 
minister on programs, or quarterly progress reports from the executive team, 
or annual audits of the books from the Finance Committee.  But another tenet 
of policy-based governance is that the Board only oversees those who report 
directly to it.  Other staff or committees are accountable to the minister, or 
executive team (or ultimately, perhaps, a church administrator), who would 
follow a similar process for determining success – were ends achieved, were 
limits respected? 

But beyond that, we cannot judge that person’s performance by whether we 
think the methods are right.  You might say that one of the “risks” of this 
form of governance is that someone might achieve what is asked by doing 
something differently from the way we would have done it, and we are not 
allowed to criticize.  Success is judged on results, not process. Substance, not 
style. 

Taken all together, the concept of allowing freedom to achieve the desired 
goals, within limits that are defined as broadly as possible, allows all those 
doing the work of the church to use their own judgment, creativity, and 
talents, without fear of being second-guessed after the fact about whether the 
Board (or anyone else) would have done it quite the same way.  It really 
reflects our first principle about the worth and dignity of all people, don’t you 
think? 

In the next and final installment, a few words about what happens next to 
make all of this a reality at UUCW.

Everyone is a greeter. 
This is one of the many 
inspiring messages I have 
heard in a couple of 
workshops I've attended 
in the last few years. Our 
beloved church is 
welcoming new people 
every Sunday. We are a 
joyful community, and we 
are growing. How can we 
help assure that our 
visitors feel welcome and 
wanted and comfortable 
among us? 
 
The welcoming roles in 
our congregation are 
undertaken enthu-
siastically by our greeters, 
ushers, hospitality servers, 
and Membership 
Committee volunteers. 
Each week we are greeted 
by smiling faces and 
handshakes, welcomed 
into our worship space 
with pride, and served 
coffee warmly. These 
invaluable gestures are 
intentional and conscious 
and we are grateful for 
them. 
 
As our church grows, we 
can have a tendency to 
take community for 
granted among all the 
people inside our doors. 
We can lose the sense of 
intimacy that sometimes 
comes more automatically 

with smaller congregations. As our church 
grows, we need to become even more conscious 
and intentional in making our church feel like 
our home. 
 
Our home belongs to each of us. We want to give 
guests to our home a welcoming first impression 
and an invitation to return. This is where it 
becomes up to each and every one of us to be a 
greeter. Those people at the doors or coffee table can't do it alone. 
 
Say hello to the person next to you. It doesn't matter if he or she is a guest or 
a long-time church member! If you don't know somebody, say hello. You can 
say, "I don't think we've met," and introduce yourself. You can do this even if 
you're new to the church community. You can do this even if you're shy. You 
will be both giving hospitality and receiving friendship. 
 
Welcoming includes everybody, children and adults alike.  Hospitality 
includes our Religious Education Program too! The Religious Education 
program hosts an average of 140 people each morning, including babies, 
students, and teachers. These people are all an essential and vital part of our 
church community. Teachers can welcome each other and say hello to other 
parents. Adults can welcome children by getting on their eye level and 
greeting them personally. Children can welcome each other into their circles. 
Teenagers can say hello to adults. Adults can introduce themselves to 
teenagers. We can all be greeters! 
 
Eva McCrossin, co-chair of the Membership Committee, and I are planning 
to offer some welcoming workshops later this year. We will outline some 
specific things we can do to be effective hosts, and we will gather your ideas. 
Please watch for more information. 
 
As guests become more and more a part of our church family, they will make 
friends. They will also find satisfying ways to belong to and contribute to the 
community. And before long, they will become hosts. Our community is all 
of us. We all have responsibility to be present for others and to bring others 
into our beloved community as we grow in size, in faith, and in love.
