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Advocating and living for peace can truly honor those who
have died in war. On this Memorial Day weekend, Professor
Michael Duffey examines how taking the path of peace can
lead individuals to learn non-violence and help to end the
suffering and tragedy of war.

Young people in UUCW's Junior High Transitions group
present this special service in honor of their Coming of Age
ceremony. For an entire church year, these seventh and
eighth graders have been studying Unitarian Universalist
principles as expressed through contemporary music. They
have been participating in hands-on social action projects that

Two million people displaced, and at least
two-hundred thousand dead. No, this is not
a cinematic adventure; it is a case of reality
in the region Darfur located in Sudan,
Africa. Darfur has been violence incarnate
for over four years. This terrible violence is
between the Janjaweed militias and the
rebel groups. The conditions in Darfur
continue to worsen. Since 2003 mayhem
has been occurring. Now, there are almost
no villages left and thousands of people
have been killed, beaten, or raped.
Something needs to be done in Darfur to
help all the suffering people. The U.S has
failed to make any meaningful effort to help
the people of Darfur. In my opinion, the U.S.
should put forth more effort in order to aid
Darfur and make it habitable for its people.

Knowledge about the situation in Darfur is
very sparse among the population of the
United States. According to the survey |
created for 50 high school students, only a
little more then one fourth of them even
knew what country Darfur is in, much less
what has been going on there. Although
there has historically been conflict between
Arabs and non-Arabs, since early 2003
mass killings have been taking place in
Darfur. The violent conflict in Darfur is
between the Janjaweed Militia and the rebel
factions such as the SLA/M (Sudanese
Liberation Army/Movement) and the JEM
(Justice Equality Movement). These groups
came from the roots of the never-ending
Arab/non-Arab conflict. In the past, conflict
was about the land and how to use it. Now,
this conflict is about the separation and
inequality of the two groups.
